INTRODUCTION

The Internet is an essential element in 21st Century life – for education, business and social interaction.  Langley Fitzurse CE Primary School aims to support safe and responsible use of the Internet as part of pupils’ learning experience and in the day to day running of the school.
AIMS
· to raise educational standards and to promote pupil achievement through the use of the internet
· to help all children and staff understand how to use the internet as a safe and acceptable resource

· to support the professional work of staff and to enhance the school’s management information and business administration systems

· to access world-wide educational resources and experts in many fields, including museums and art galleries

· to promote cultural, vocational, social and leisure use of the internet in libraries, clubs, at home and school
· to support staff professional development, through access to national developments, educational materials and good curriculum practice
METHODOLOGY AND APPROACH
All children will be encouraged to be critically aware of the materials they read before accepting their accuracy.  E-safety is an important part of the Computing Curriculum and responsible internet use, at home and at school, will be covered and discussed throughout school.  By the end of year 1, all children will know our rule of Zip it, Flag it and Block it, which is displayed clearly on every laptop to reinforce safe internet use.  This rule is revisited and reinforced in class computing lessons.
The school internet access includes filtering by SWGfL appropriate to the age of pupils.  The school will take all reasonable precautions to ensure that users access only appropriate material.  Access to the internet will be by adult demonstration with regular directly supervised access to specific, approved online materials, which have been thoroughly checked.  All pupils’ laptops are equipped with ‘Hector the Protector’; should a child accidentally access information and/or pictures which might frighten or upset it, they can click Hector, and the screen will be covered by a picture, until an adult can investigate the internet resource.
MESSAGING
· Pupils may only use approved email accounts on the school system.
· Emails sent to an external organisation should be written carefully and authorised before sending, in the same way as a letter written on school headed paper.

· The forwarding of chain letters under any circumstances is forbidden.
· Pupils are not allowed to use mobile phones or smart watches in school.

· Pupils are not allowed to use chat or internet messenger.
THE SCHOOL WEBSITE
The point of contact on the website should be the school address, school email and telephone number.  Staff or pupils’ home information will not be published. Photographs of pupils may be published only if parents/carers have given consent. Pupils’ full names will not be used anywhere on the website, particularly associated with photographs. The Headteacher will take overall editorial responsibility and ensure content is accurate and appropriate.  The website should comply with the school’s guidelines for publications.  The copyright of all material must be held by the school or be attributed to the owner where permission to reproduce has been obtained.
ACCEPTABLE USE
In common with other media such as magazines, books and videos, some material available via the internet is unsuitable for pupils.  However, due to the international scale and linked nature of internet content, it is not possible to guarantee that unsuitable material will never appear on a school computer.  Neither the school not LA can accept liability for the material accessed, or any consequences of internet access.
Parents/carers’ attention will be drawn to the School Internet Policy in newsletters, the school prospectus and on the school website.  Parents/carers will be informed that pupils will be provided with supervised internet access and parents will be asked to sign and return a consent form on entry to school.  The children will then sign a ‘Responsible Use’ slip at the beginning of Year 2 and upon entry into Key Stage 2 (Appendix A).

All staff must accept the terms of the ‘Acceptable Internet Use’ statement before using any internet resource in school.  All staff, including teachers, supply staff, classroom assistants and support staff, will be provided with the School Internet Policy, and its importance explained.  Any complaint about staff misuse must be referred to the Headteacher and follow the school’s complaints procedure.

Pupils will have the opportunity to access a variety of learning platforms via their personal sign-ins, at home and at school.  These include Mathletics, Purplemash, Sumdog, Bugclub and TT Rockstars.
RESOURCES
All classroom computers have access to the internet through a firewall maintained by the SWGfL.  Internet safety information is at times displayed around the school and in classrooms to give advice to parents and pupils about staying safe online.  Regular, age appropriate e-safety lessons are held in classes or key-stages, or at times for whole school assemblies.  Staff will refer to the Framework for a Connected World (UKCCIS) as a document to support and broaden our provision of internet safety education.
REVIEW
Methods to identify, assess and minimise risks will be reviewed regularly.  The Headteacher will ensure that the internet policy is implemented and compliance with the policy monitored.  The school will work in partnership with parents, the LA, DfE and the internet service provided to ensure systems to protect pupils are reviewed and updated.  Senior staff will ensure that regular checks are made to ensure that the filtering methods selected are appropriate, effective and reasonable.  The school ICT systems will be reviewed regularly with regard to security by the IT providers, Oakford Technology.
This policy will be reviewed in line with the School improvement Action Plan and whenever relevant information or Government directives are received.
Langley Fitzurse School is committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children and young people and expects all staff and volunteers to share this commitment.
This school aims to be part of the wider community, through fostering Christian values and the development of spirituality through reflection, to enhance relationships.
