Details are available from the
office. In addition Key Stage 1 children
have a 15-minute playtime in the
afternoon and are offered a fruit or
vegetable snack as part of the
government'’s school fruit and vegetable
scheme.

Lunch Arrangements

chool dinners are provided by a
Scatering company called Sue Brady
Catering and are delivered to our site.

From
September 2014, all KS1 children are
entitled to free school meals.
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
