This helped to bond relationships and trust and
was a lot of fun. Following this, year 6 decided to make games to play with their buddies. We designed a
market research format which they used to discover the sort of games the younger children would like to
play. Then, they made the games in pairs or small groups, making sure to use their knowledge from their

market research and making them age appropriate.
