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INTRODUCTION
At Langley Fitzurse CE Primary School, we intend to:
· Equip pupils with the mathematics that they need to become numerate.
· Develop pupils’ ability to apply mathematical skills with confidence and understanding to solve problems.
· Enable pupils to express themselves and their ideas using the language of mathematics with assurance.

· Develop positive attitudes to mathematics, recognising that mathematics can be both useful and enjoyable.
· Develop independent learners who are not afraid to take risks and show resilience when faced with mathematical challenges.
IMPLEMENTATION
Mathematical skills are taught through discrete teaching of the subject and may also be taught as part of a topic or learning theme. Children may be taught individually, through smaller groups or as part of a whole class activity under the guidance of class teachers and supported by teaching assistants or other adults. The use of peer discussion is also an important part of the learning process.
Children are taught to understand their learning by physically representing and explaining mathematical concepts. All pupils should have the opportunity to build competency in each concept through a concrete, pictorial and abstract approach:

· Concrete: Using objects and manipulatives to show what is happening.
· Pictorial: Using pictures and representations which can then be used to solve problems.
· Abstract: Once a firm foundation has been laid, children can move to an abstract approach using numbers with confidence.
PLANNING
· Long term: National Curriculum

· Medium term: Teachers follow the White Rose Hub planning materials, as and when appropriate to the children in their class. This breaks the curriculum down into blocks (i.e. place value, fractions, shape, measure, etc) for each year group with consolidation time at the end of each block.
· Short term: 
a. Daily lessons have a clear learning intention shown by WALT (We Are Learning To). 

b. Teachers plan to use part of some sessions each week to recap previous learning, through the use of a quick quiz, number of the day, etc as appropriate to the class. 

c. Short term planning is supported by the use of the White Rose Hub and NCETM materials and includes problem solving and reasoning activities for all children for each topic, whether as part of a class discussion or independent work.  These resources give a clear guide to concrete and pictorial representations that should be taught as part of the topic, to ensure children’s deeper understanding of their learning.
d. Learning is differentiated based on the needs of the children to ensure that they are appropriately challenged or supported - this could be by providing help from an adult, providing resources which children can use to support themselves, or providing different activities for different children to work on. 
IMPACT
Teachers will review the impact by looking at children’s ability to:

· Recall number facts and procedures quickly

· Fluidly and flexibly solve mathematical problems

· Recognise relationships and make connections in mathematics

· Explain and reason about different concepts

Teachers will also consider attainment and progress records of the pupils in comparison to the National average in order to review the impact.

ASSESSMENT, RECORDING AND REPORTING
Children are assessed each term against the year group’s targets and expectations.  These results are tracked and indicate whether children are developing, secure or exceeding in order to monitor progress and inform future planning.  As well as being regularly recorded on iTrack, parent consultations are held where the class teacher discusses children’s targets and progress in mathematics.  Each child’s progress is discussed during termly during pupil progress meetings and support is arranged where needed.  The maths subject leader will also monitor and discuss progress of children with class teachers.
Assessment is based upon observation, questioning, informal testing, marking and evaluation of work.  Children are also taught to assess their own achievements and recognise their successes as well as learning from their mistakes.  Assessment is also based upon more formal tests, including NFER and practise SATs papers.  These papers are used to check children’s understanding and inform future planning.
HOME LEARNING

All pupils are enrolled in Mathletics, which provides the children with the opportunity to practice less confident areas in their learning, or alternatively to complete a teacher set activity to consolidate their weekly focus.  From Year 2, children are also enrolled in Times Tables Rockstars which provides children with a fun way of practising their times tables.  Children are expected to use Mathletics and Times Tables Rockstars each week as part of their home learning.
SEN
Parents will be informed of the teacher’s concerns at the earliest opportunity and a programme of learning will be negotiated with that teacher (see SEN policy).
RESOURCES
Teachers use a range of materials to support their planning in order to deliver a mastery maths curriculum: 
· each class has its own supply of resources to support the teaching of number, e.g. number lines and squares, counters, dice, coins and games
· some equipment for mass, time and capacity are stored centrally for use by all classes. Teachers liaise on its usage. Use will be made of computer and television programmes to enrich children’s learning experiences
· White Rose Hub Maths resource

· NCETM resources
· Mathletics: e books, assessments and live interactive mental maths sessions
· Target Maths books
· opportunity to attend courses at Braeside
