• Ensure food is served safely and in line with allergy and dietary requirements. 

• Maintain cleanliness and hygiene standards in food preparation and dining 
areas. 

• Help clean tables, equipment, and serving areas after lunch service. 

• Wash up utensils and equipment as required. 

• Follow food hygiene, health and safety, and safeguarding procedures at all times. 

• Report any concerns, accidents, or incidents to the appropriate staff member.
